Southbridge, Massachusetts, February 16th 2008 – The expansion of sevengaits 
project space into education begins next month with two introductory courses, both 
offered by new Director of Education, Antonio Fonseca Vazquez.  Mr. Vazquez intends 
for this to serve as a foundation for a rigorous and exemplary program that will be 
multi-disciplinary and contemporary in its scope.  Enrolling students will be accepted 
into the program only after portfolio evaluations by the sevengaits education staff. 

Antonio Fonseca Vazquez is well known to the central Massachusetts area, having 
recently served as a guest curator for Viva el Arte 2007, a collaboration of 
ARTSWorcester and Centro las Americas.  His work is collected throughout Latin 
America, Cuba and Europe.  Mr. Vazquez has extensive teaching experience, having 
served as an adjunct professor at Fitchburg State College (Fitchburg, MA) and an 
assistant professor for The School of Fine Arts, Old San Juan, Puerto Rico.  Mr. 
Vazquez received his BFA in Printmaking/Art Education from The School of Fine Arts, 
Old San Juan, Puerto Rico and his MFA in Printmaking from Cornell University (Ithaca, 
New York).
